Working with a partner, you will present a detailed seminar on one of the topics from the list below.  You will have two periods in the library followed by one work period to prepare.  Your library periods are Friday, October 24th and Monday, October 27th; the work period will be Tuesday, October 28th.  Presentations (two seminars/day) run Wednesday, October 29th to Wednesday, November 12th inclusive.  Please note the following exceptions:  Friday, October 31st (reading period); Tuesday, November 4th (ISU #1 Timed Critical Response); and Friday, November 7th (PD Day).
Seminars should be 25-30 minutes in length.

Your seminar should include:

· A detailed analysis of your chosen theme and its relation and relevance to Three Day Road
· Evidence from the novel in the form of quotations to support your analysis

· A reference to a relevant secondary source (only if available)
· Specific discussion of at least one of the literary theories we studied in class as it relates to the chosen theme

· Some form of audience participation

· A handout that can be filled in by your audience (your handout must be submitted no later than the day before your presentation)
